[bookmark: _GoBack] To stop smoking, just I’d got to because my main reason was my daughter, my mother died when I was very young, I didn't want her losing her mum and my husband, I couldn't do it to him, I’d got to stop and them people helped me stop and I will always be grateful for that, the support and every day just like friends sat there nattering, is amazing, it really is amazing. Cardiac, female, 56yrs.
I still think the main thing was the fact that somebody else would do something about it, somebody would send me vouchers, someone would supply me with vouchers, somebody would ring me up once a week or once a fortnight or whatever it was. Infectious diseases, male, 58yrs.
I would have tried [if not approached], yes but it would have been the financial side of it... because I didn't know anything about New Leaf or anything then, it would have been the financial side and it sounds stupid, it’s still cheaper to smoke than it is to buy the nicotine replacement products and what do you do?
